We are in our final weeks of our topic ‘All the fun of the Fair!’

We are developing our ability to 

read cccvcc words (consonant-

consonant-consonant-vowel-

consonant-consonant) i.e. splint,

We are working on writing the 

letters correctly and using them in 

our reading and writing with growing 

independence.

Maths: 
 

In Maths we have been learning about addition and 

subtraction. We are using pictures and the 

language of first, then, now to describe what is 

happening.  
 

For example, in addition: ‘First there were 4 

people on the bus, then 4 more get on, how many 

people are on the bus now?’ (4+4=8). We are 

looking at how we can record/write these numbers 

and symbols to form a calculation. 
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Here is a reminder of how we write our letters in school.
