Qur daily phonics lessons and guided reading.

We will be looking at two styles of non-fiction texts and poetry. Pupils
will be using the book ‘Seasons’ to make their own non-chronological
report about a chosen season, including what to wear, what to eat and
what activities to do! Using the text ‘Little Kids Big Book of Weather’, we
will be creating our own explanations about a type of weather. Finally,
we will be creating our own seasons poetry! We will be continuing with

We will be learning all about Lent and
the 3 main events of Holy Week.

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Children will learn to extend their knowledge of number
beyond 20, up to 50. We will count by making groups of 10s,
explore partitioning into tens and ones, and use a number
line to estimate. We will be exploring ‘measurement’. First,
we will explore length and height, before then moving onto
weight and volume. Children will first be introduced to
measuring using non-standard units of measure, before
\moving onto using balance scales, rulers and jugs.
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We will be exploring painting; learning about mixing colours,
shades, and how warm and cool colours can create moods.
Children will be using these skills to create a landscape
painting of a tree throughout the seasons, creating washes
of colour for the background to reflect each season and using
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Uifferent styles and sized brushes to create leaves and buds. )
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We will be investigating seasonal changes, observing and
describing how the weather changes associated with the
seasons. Children will learn the names and order of the
seasons, before then moving onto creating our own
weather station using simple measurements to collect
data about rainfall, wind, day length and temperature.
We will then use our observations to create graphs and
