Attendance 
A reminder of the legislation on Fixed Penalty Notices 

for school absence, including holidays during term 

time. The escalation process is as follows: 

First Referral – the first time unauthorised absence 

is referred and leads to a FPN being issued, the 

amount will be £160 per parent, per child if paid 

within 28 days. Reduced to £80 if paid within 21 days. 

Second Referral – the second time unauthorised 

absence is referred and leads to a FPN being issued 

the amount will be for £160 per parent, per child, 

with no reduction offered for early payment. 

Third Referral – the third time unauthorised absence 

is referred a FPN will not be issued and instead 

either result in the: 

▪ Matter being presented directly to the Magistrates 

Court. A prosecution can result in the parent 

receiving a criminal record and fines of up to £2,500. 

▪ Matter being addressed via an alternative pathway 

with an Investigating Officer being allocated.
